Recap of Recent Events 

 
Under the guidance of Laurie Doucet, returning 

principal, our facilities and curriculum are 

undergoing positive changes.  

 

During the 2015-16 school year, the discipline 

and academic policies were revised to meet and 

exceed current trends in education. Teachers 

now meet weekly in Personal Learning 

Committees to research, plan, and implement 

new innovative strategies to meet the needs of 

all students.  

 

While school dismissed in May to end the 

school year, it did not slow the activity on 

campus. Throughout the summer, the grounds 

were filled with students, faculty, and many 

volunteers. Male and female athletes were busy 

with summer workouts. Our usual Summer 

Reading program was suspended this summer 

to allow us to address some maintenance needs. 

The school network infrastructure was 

completely gutted and reworked. All 

classrooms and offices were rewired. Our one 

school server was replaced with 2: one 

dedicated to faculty/staff and the other to 

student needs. A technology committee was 

created. The committee developed and assisted 

in the implementation of new technology goals. 

In the 2016-17 school year each student in 10th, 

11th, and 12th grade has tablet device; with the 

goal to add another grade level each year. 

 

Many volunteers were on hand during the 

summer to assist with the painting of several 

classrooms in both the high school and 

elementary buildings, repainting of swing sets 

and general cleaning of the exterior grounds. 

Several alumni shared their talents, painting 

murals outside the weight room and in the high 

school library.  

 

Remodeling of the convent began. Refurbishing 

of the downstairs to provide dedicated offices 

for administration, counseling and business. 

The upstairs has been re-dedicated to house a 

conference room, faculty training center and 

ministry team meeting room.

A Steering Committee was created to assist 

in identifying needs and planning of long 

term goals for the school. The Committee is 

designed to work in conjunction with the 

administration, faculty and Advisory Council 

to assist in research and development of 

programs geared toward increasing 

standardized test scores, as well as, provide 

additional opportunities for high school 

students to participate in dual enrollment 

courses earning both high school and college 

credits. 

 

After closing school for a week due to 

weather and safety concerns, St. Edmund 

faculty and staff welcomed students back to 

school for a 2nd time on Monday, August 22. 

The faculty and student body celebrated the 

return with an ALL school Mass. Following 

Mass, students, faculty, and staff created an 

honor guard (pictured on cover) as the 

Blessed Sacrament was transported to the 

Chapel in the Administrative Building for 

adoration.
